Any matter not specifically covered by these conditions shall
be resolved by the Committee, whose decision shall be final.

All Australian resident players must have paid their relevant State Registered Players 2010 Fee
(Queensland residents $30.00) and must produce their Registered Players Card on demand.

All Queensland resident tournament players MUST be members of Tennis Seniors Queensland Inc. Qld
residents who are not members MUST pay $15.00 Membership Fee with their entry to be eligible to play in
this tournament. Players must nominate which club they wish their membership to be credited to.

All other competitors (interstate/overseas) should be members of a recognised State or National Seniors
Association. Players who are NOT members of a recognised Seniors Association MUST pay an additional
$15.00 Temporary Membership Fee to be eligible to play in this Tournament ONLY.

Players may enter ONE Singles Event ONLY and ONE Doubles Event from each session. A player entering
in a Doubles Event without naming a partner shall accept the partner allocated by the Committee. However,
this does not impose any obligation on the committee to find a partner.

Singles Events play will commence on Friday morning 17" September. Players MUST indicate their
availability for Friday play on their entry form. Failure to indicate non-availability may result in
players being drawn for a Singles match on Friday.
