Tournament Conditions 

1. This tournament is sanctioned by ITF and approved by TA/TSA and shall be conducted in accordance with the 
laws of the game adopted by ITF Rules of Tennis and Regulations for the Conduct of Senior Tournaments, the 
ITF Circuit Code of Conduct and Tennis Australia’s Member Protection By-Laws. 

2. The Tournament Management Committee, hereinafter referred to as the “Committee” shall have the entire 
control and management of the Tournament.  Any matter not specifically covered by these conditions shall be 
resolved by the Committee, whose decision shall be final. 

3. All Australian resident tournament players must be members of a recognised Seniors State Division.  

4. ENTRY: All players must have an IPIN number and submit an entry via the ITF IPIN site. Players entering in 
two doubles or mixed events are required to submit an Australian entry on www.92computing.com.au and 
must provide their MYTENNIS ID number. 

5. PHONE/LATE ENTRIES: will not be accepted. Refunds will not be given after the draw has been made.  

6. EVENTS: Players are limited to enter a maximum of three events. Refer to List of Events page for details. 
Singles will be played as best of three tiebreak sets - except for the older age groups (80+ and older) which 
will be played as two tiebreak sets with a ten-point match deciding tiebreak at one set all. Singles events with 
less than eight players will be conducted as a round robin. Doubles/Mixed events will be played as two tiebreak 
sets with a ten-point match deciding tiebreak at one set all. Doubles/Mixed events with four or three pairs will 
be conducted as round robin as per ITF regulations. 

7. CONSOLATION: Consolation Singles Events will be available for all players who have been defeated in 
their first match. 

8. DOUBLES: Competitors are expected to enter with partners. Players entering in a doubles or mixed event 
without naming a partner shall accept the partner allocated by the Committee. However, this does not impose 
any obligation on the committee to find a partner. 

9. ENTRIES CLOSE: Tuesday 14 September 2021 at 8pm AEST or 10am GMT.  Players are requested to pay 
online, through 92computing.com.au OR by EFT – TSQ Bank Details: BSB No: 638-070, A/c No: 7014953, 
Payment Reference: Please use - your name & TSA Entry (i.e. G Bates TSA Entry). 

10. ENTRY FEES:  Singles $80.00:  Doubles/Mixed $40.00 per player. A compulsory ITF IPIN Service Fee of 
$8.00 per player must be paid with the entry fees. 

11. WITHDRAWALS: The deadline for withdrawal of entries is Tuesday 14 September 2021. Withdrawals must 
be made on the ITF Withdrawal Form to the Tournament Referee.  Players must withdraw on the ITF IPIN site. 
No refunds for withdrawals after the deadline specified above. Any withdrawals after that date should be 
accompanied by a medical certificate or appropriate explanation. 

12. SEEDINGS: All events will be seeded by ITF from the latest ITF Seniors World Ranking List prior to the closing 
date of entries. The TSA National selectors may award exempt seeds. 

13. TIE-BREAK: The Seniors ITF tie-break rule will be used during this tournament, play one point and change 
ends and then change after every four points. 

14. AVAILABILITY: This tournament is a SIX day event and all players must be available for play when required.   

15. It is the player’s responsibility to ascertain the draw and be present at the venue fifteen minutes prior to their 
scheduled time of play. On arrival all players and accompanying persons must check-in on the TSQ QR Code 
also provide their ITF confirmation email and have their temperature taken at the allocated Covid Desk. 

16. AGE ELIGIBLITY: This Tournament is open to all players who are 30 years and over @ 31 December 2021. 

17. BALL: TBA tennis balls will be used exclusively for the Tournament. 

18. In entering the Tournament, a player automatically grants the ITF, TSQ, TSA and TA the right in perpetuity to 
make, use and show pictures of him/her, motion or still, taken during the competition without compensation. 

19. DRAWS/SCHEDULE: The draws and schedule will be posted on www.itftennis.com/seniors and links to 
draws and schedule on www.92computing.com.au by Friday 17 September at the latest.

                2021 SENIOR TOURNAMENTS 
 

COVID-safe Principles: 
You must stay at home if you: 

a) have been in contact with someone with COVID-19 in the last 14 days; 
b) have been overseas or exposed to someone with COVID-19 in the last 14 

days; 
c) have fever, coughing, sore throat, shortness of breath; or 
d) have been tested for COVID-19 and are awaiting results 

 

• QR Code check-in at the COVID desk upon entry to the venue. Every 
person attending the venue at any point in time MUST sign-in, also infra-
red temperature reading will be taken. 

• Hand sanitiser will be available around the venue and its use is 
encouraged 

• There will be density limits on the number of people allowed into the 
clubhouse 

• Wash or sterilise your hands regularly, especially before and after eating, 
after going to the toilet, sneezing and coughing, and avoid touching your 
face 

• Do not share water bottles and personal equipment  

• Cover your coughs and sneezes and dispose of any used tissues 
immediately  

• Keep at least 1.5 metres distance from those around you at all times
